Tory Council spending means service cuts to come

Figures released by Stratford District Council for an Executive Meeting on 28th July show that the Council is looking for ‘dis-investment’ or cuts of £3.5 million over the next 5 years. This represents about a quarter of the Council’s current net spending.

The dis-investments, or cuts, to be found are:

These figures are cumulative and total  £3,550,167 over the next five year period.

‘The Tories have already made major cuts and the Council’s services are suffering, but it looks as though things could get a lot worse, if the Council’s own projections are right,’ said Cllr Hazel Wright, Leader of the Lib Dems on the District Council. ‘The problem is that they’ve spent £30 million of the Council’s capital, which means the Council isn’t earning nearly as much interest as it used to.  The Tories have spent over £5 million of the Council’s capital in the first three months of this year alone. They plan capital spending of £9 million this year – and that’s after capital receipts of  £5.6 million. This is draining the Council’s resources and it looks as though residents are going to have to foot the Tories’ bill, either through higher Council taxes or cuts in services’.
