County Council was wrong to keep report secret, rules Information Commissioner
A Stratford Councillor has won his case against Warwickshire County Council, to force them to reveal information that the Council considered too sensitive to be made public.

Cllr Peter Moorse first asked two and a half years ago under the Freedom of Information Act for an Audit Report on the relationship between the County Council and Carillion, who maintain the County’s roads. The County refused to release part of the report.

In a nineteen page judgement the Information Commissioner has now ruled that the public interest in keeping the information secret was outweighed by the public interest in making it available. (Para 73, page 14).

Cllr Peter Moorse said, ‘the information now made public shows that there were major problems when the road maintenance contract first started. I’m delighted that the Information Commissioner considers that the public interest is best served by making all the audit report available. After all, it’s our money the Council is spending’.
